Award Details

Financial aid awards consist of lodging, per diem and/or travel to the Summer School in
Gravitational Wave Astronomy. Notification of application status will be sent via email by the
end of April. Students should be covered by a health insurance plan (either through school or
family) during school time.

Lodging: Students are housed 2-3 in a hotel room. Room and tax are covered. Incidentals are
not covered.

Per Diem: Students will receive a per diem of $40.

Travel: CGWA will reimburse the price of the airline ticket —up to $600- seven to ten days after
summer school takes place. CGWA does not cover ground transportation to and from the airport.
